Storage

e Importance should be placed on ensuring garments are not subjected to damp storage conditions and under direct sunlight,
asdirect sunlight may cause the color to fade.

e Garment, if unused for 1year should be washed as per the care instruction before use.

Repairs
Incorrect repairs will adversely affect protection and may therefore reduce this garment’s protection below the minimum
requirements, to which it was manufactured.
1. Ensurethatthe garmentisrepaired with fabric of the specified type only.
2. Allaccessories are to be replaced using the specified product.
3. Effortmust be madetoreduce thread exposure where patchingis applied onthe fabric.
4. Guidanceforrepairs can be addressed to the manufacturer who will advise as to the correct methods.
The manufacturer may request the return of the garment in order that they can evaluate and repair the garment suitably.
